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All risk assessments shall be reviewed at least once in three years or where it is

apparent that new information on safety and health risks surfaces or the work activity
has changed or after any accident/incident occurrences.
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Max Myanmar Holding Co., Ltd shall ensure that all the control measures in approved

risk assessment are implemented on site correctly by conducting regular inspections
and audits.
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The finding of site health and safety inspections and audits will initially be reported
verbally to company Safety Representatives/Site Managers/ Supervisors for

immediate action where appropriate and then be reported to CEO or Executive
Directors responsible for occupational health and safety.
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Hazards which are not previously assessed are identified in health and safety audits
and site inspection reports, the OHS advisor has to identify and make

recommendations for the implementation of control measures to remove or reduce
those risks with reasonably practicable to an acceptable level.
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Periodically the appointed OHS advisor shall carry out a review of health and safety
audits and site inspections to ensure whether actions required to be implemented have
been carried out or not, whether the control measures are in place and the actions
closed out or not.
